When your
work is a reflection of your beliefs,
it’s hard to argue the fact of your
faith. 

Act with integrity! 

Ephesians 5:3-4
But among you there must not be
even a hint of sexual immorality, or
of any kind of impurity, or of greed,
because these are improper for
God’s holy people. Nor should there
be obscenity, foolish talk or coarse
joking, which are out of place, but
rather thanksgiving (NIV).
